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Abstract: The group callisthenics of China have their own national characteristics and sport style. The innovation of the ritual
performances in the opening ceremony of 9th Chinese national games offered an idea and exaraple for further improvement of
stich work in the opening ceremony of large — scale games at home and abroad hereafier.
